Gandhinagar, Health cover
by the state government is Rs.
10 lakhs, the Gujarat
government has focused on
increasing health facilities in
government hospitals. In
terms of health facilities, the
current situation in the state
is such that if a patient goes
to any district level hospital for
health care and develops any
serious disease, then
Ahmedabad Civil is the only
last resort.

Wanting to know the birth
mark, the girl called a
neighbor. After grabbing
money from the girl, the
accused also asked her to
take off her clothes to know
the birth mark. However, the
girl had clearly said no. Not
only this, the accused called
the neighbor of the girl in a
video call and informed that
he had cheated the girl in the
name of digital arrest. The girl
reached the Naranpura police
station as soon as she came
to know that she had been
cheated. Where the police
registered the complaint of
the girl and got the bank
account and mobile number
details and started the
investigation.
