Bajaj General Insurance Busts INR 25 Crore
Motor Accident Insurance Fraud

Ahmedabad, Bajaj General
Insurance Limited (formerly
known as Bajaj Allianz General
Insurance Company Limited),
one of India’s leading private
general insurers, has
successfully uncovered an INR
25 crore motor accident
insurance fraud based on a
fabricated third-party

compensation claim. The
fraud was orchestrated
through a false FIR and
misleading documentation
submitted to the Motor
Accident Claims Tribunal
(MACT), Bhuj. The case
originated from an FIR
registered at Sanand Police
Station under the Indian Penal
Code and the Motor Vehicles
Act. The complaint was filed
by the alleged driver, who
claimed that he was driving a
Mahindra Xylo when a dog
suddenly appeared on the
road, causing the vehicle to

overturn. He alleged that the
co-driver, seated beside him,
sustained fatal injuries and was
declared dead at Sanand
Government Hospital.
Following this, the legal heirs
of the deceased filed a
compensation claim of INR 25
crore before the MACT in Bhuj.
Bajaj General Insurance
received the court summons
and initiated an internal
investigation. The company
obtained the FIR, chargesheet,
post-mortem report, spot and
inquest panchnamas, and
vehicular documents. (1-7)

Mansa family kidnapping in Iran:
visa agent arrested from Delhi

Ahmedabad, Gujarat Police
have nabbed a key accused
involved in the illegal migration
of a Mansa family, members of
whom were abducted in Iran
while trying to migrate to
Australia. In a shocking case of
cross-border human trafficking,
the family from Bapupura village
in Mansa taluka ended up being
trafficked to Iran and held
captive by a gang that
demanded ?2 crore from their
relatives for their release.

According to police officials,
the family had contacted an

agent promising to facilitate
passports and visas for their
migration to Australia. The
accused initially arranged their
travel from Ahmedabad airport
to Bangkok and then onward to
Tehran, Iran. Once in Iran, the
family members were held
hostage at an undisclosed
location, subjected to physical
torture, and videos of the ordeal
were sent to their relatives in
India along with the ransom
demand. After the ransom
demand was fulfilled, the
traffickers released the victims,

who later returned to India and
lodged a formal complaint at the
Mansa Police Station. Taking
cognisance of the seriousness
of the crime, DIG Gandhinagar
Range V N Yadav and S P Ravi
Teja Vasamsetti directed the
Special Operations Group
(SOG) to conduct an in-depth
investigation and trace the
human trafficking network.
Under Police Inspector V D
Valana, multiple SOG teams
conducted coordinated raids
across Delhi and several
locations outside Gujarat.
